Our beginning of the year parent meetings were held in the evening with different start times in
conjunction with classroom teacher’s hosting Open House.

Parents were invited to participate in the Parent Family
Engagement Committee that reviewed the PFE Policy, School-Parent Compact, as well as
providing feedback on event nights, and communication across the campus. Curriculum and
assessment information is provided to parents and families verbally at our Open House and
Curriculum night and during parent teacher conferences, student Tuesday folders, teacher
weekly newsletters and district and state websites.
